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Sydney Uni Sports Blues for Cricket

The Sydney University Sports Union was established in 1890 and began to award Blues for cricket in 1894.

The criteria have changed over time. Usually Blues have been awarded only to current University students, but Tom
Garrett was awarded a Blue in 1894 more than twenty years after attending his last lecture. At one time the sole
qualification for a Blue was an appearance in the annual Intervarsity match against Melbourne.

In more recent times, Blues have been awarded to enrolled students who have played at least the majority of First Grade
matches in a season and have satisfied the Blues Committee that they have performed to a sufficiently high standard.

As a
University of NSW graduate of many years
before and a former fine young park cricketer, |
had no relationship with Sydney University or
its cricket Club. Yet today | am proud to present
this report as the Club’s Executive Officer.

The 2007/08 season commenced with Ben
Burgess as Executive Officer. The AGM had
been organized and held; the Annual Report
completed and distributed, registration of
players completed, grounds organized and the
season successfully underway when Ben
handed over the reins at the end of October to
join the Corporate World. Thank you Ben for
making the handover smooth and for being on
the end of my many emails throughout the
year. We thank you for your contribution to the
Club both as a player and administrator and
wish you all the best in your Corporate Career.
We look forward to your return to the Club
when your International career brings you back
to the coal fields of Sydney.

2007/08 was a season of mixed emotions. Any
sporting club would regard a season where all
six senior grades made the finals series,
earning two premierships, and finishing fourth
in the Club Championship as an outstanding
year. Yet such are the expectations of our Club,
its coaching staff, senior players, and
supporters, some disappointment has been
expressed, perhaps with the expectation that
some of our teams, knocked out in the
qualifying semi final stages, should have gone
further and that our under age teams (Green
Shield and PG’s) would have repeated the
strong performances of the previous year.

Perhaps one of the most outstanding
achievements was that of 48 year old Greg
Matthews, taking 36 first grade wickets at
11.19. achieving the 500 grade/first class
double. | recall in my first season as first
grade scorer in 2003/04, Greg missed the
first half of the season through injury. He
was selected in first grade to play
Parramatta, about mid season, having not
bowled a ball all season.

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FINANCE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

It is a pleasure to present the Club’s 143
financial statement.

The Club for the 12 months to May 2007
had Gross Income of $ 183,952 and
Expenses of $ 198,567 giving a deficit of
$14,605.

The comparative reported surplus for
2006/2007 was $ 624.

Membership income is almost the same as
what we earned last year but was under the
budgeted amount. A greater drive will be
made in 2008/09 to increase this funding
source.

The Club invested in new match day
covers for the oval at a cost of $15,528.
This essential expenditure was made after
the budgets were prepared. The parent

SUCC 148 Annual Report
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HISTORICAL FEATURE:

PETER HALL “An Intelligent Approach”

On a Saturday in mid February 1966, Peter
Hall scored a cultured 41 playing for Sydney
University Veterans at St Paul's Oval. During
the next week, Davis Hughes, The Minister for
Public Work in the Askin NSW Liberal
Government, appointed Peter Hall to the task of
completing the interior design of the Sydney
Opera House following the sensational
resignation of Jarn Utzon.

The two events produced this memorably
understated paragraph in the Veterans’ Section
of the Club Report for 1965-66:

o one player, after a series of enterprising
innings late in the season, was approached by
the Minister of [sic] Public Works to complete
the design of the Sydney Opera House. The
Vets’ eternal problem of indoor winter practice
facilities seems at last to be nearing a solution.”

It was a conclusion worthy of a Goon Show
script and would have appealed to Peter's
sense of the ridiculous. David Walker, a
contemporary, a colleague in the University
Cricket sides, and a long time companion (“a
friendship between the tallest and the shortest”)
recalled:

“He had a marvellous sense of humour.
Completely consistent with our shared (also
with David de Carvalho) love of the Goon
Show, even going to the extent of speaking to
each other as their characters, even on the
field.”

Peter Hall had completed his secondary
schooling at Cranbrook School in Sydney and
matriculated to Sydney University on a
scholarship. In his Bachelor of Arts he majored
in Latin and then studied Architecture, which
accounts for his relatively lengthy career with
the Club. He played for nine seasons as an
Undergraduate, although in his first two
seasons in 1949-50 and 1950-51, he made
only a half a dozen appearances in 4" Grade
for modest achievement-90 runs in 6 innings.

But from 1951, his career flourished, even
though it was to be another two seasons before
he made his debut in 1% Grade. In the
meantime, he set about establishing himself as
an elegant stroke player, not always consistent
in performance but pleasing to watch.
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In 1951-52, he scored a stylish 101 against
Northern District in 4" Grade; won promotion to
3" Grade (where his captain observed in what
was to a common refrain, he “seemed to suffer
from lapses in concentration”) and totalled 575
runs in all Grades for the season. Quite
remarkably, this 101 was to be his only century
for the Club.

He continued to prosper. He immersed himself
in the Club, variously holding the positions of
Honorary Treasurer, Honorary Secretary and
Delegate to the Sports Union, and earned his
elevation to 1% Grade. His selection in Doug
Emery’'s 1953-54 side was a popular one. The
anonymous writer in the 1953-54 Annual
Report drew lessons from Hall's perseverance:

“The secret of his success lies in his intelligent
approach to frequent practice. All three factors
are necessary-intelligence, frequency,
practice.”

For the next five seasons, he was a stalwart in
1% Grade. At 22 years of age he was a little
older than the other undergraduates and his
maturity shone. Under Don Scott-Orr's often
eccentric style of captaincy which was,
nevertheless, effective, 1% Grade rose from
thirteenth to seventh in the Competition, while
Peter scored runs consistently and attractively.
He was the most gifted stroke player of all his
contemporaries, “a keen and knowledgeable
player” as one of them wrote in the 1955-56
Annual Report.

Only rarely did more experienced opponents
get the better of him. Ross Richards recalls one
such occasion when Peter was 1% Grade
Captain against Manly, captained by the
legendary Keith Miller. Miller usually didn’t
bother too much about inspecting the wicket
before play so he came into the University
dressing room at Manly Oval to toss. “Peter
called a head. Miller looked at it, said it was
tails and then said ‘You bat’. He didn't show
Peter the coin but who would doubt the great
man! We batted miserably on a fiery
wicket...and were dismissed for a small
score....Miller...didn’t even bowl but spent most
of his time off the field, drinking beer!”

Meanwhile University’s 1% Grade continued to
improve and, in 1956-57, under Keith Sheffield,
the Club made the 1% Grade semi-finals —the
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best result for over 25 years. They were heady
days.

Hall was a fine fieldsman who took only four
catches in the season, but one of them was
crucial. In the game before the semi-finals,
North Sydney chased University’'s modest 156.
“When Scott Orr delivered a very slow long hop
to Ken Spring, (his) savage pull shot was
brilliantly intercepted by Peter Hall to put
University in the semi-finals...”

The semi, against Glebe, was a disappointment
as University was routed by Frank Misson, but
that season’s achievements remained
memorable and inspirational for 1% Grade sides
that followed. The Club had found renewed
purpose.

Hall was at the centre of things: He was
Honorary Secretary of the Club and he scored
411 runs in 1% Grade, (at a time when 500 runs
in a season was a mighty achievement), often
batting at first drop. All the while, he worked at
his studies and earned an Honours Degree in
Architecture.

The 1% Grade side was largely inexperienced.
Not one would play 1* Class cricket and after 5
games, they hadn’t recorded a win. But Don
Scott Orr and Saxon White opened the batting
with confidence. Sheffield, David de Carvalho
and Hall provided solidity in the middle order.
Dick Woodfield, David Walker, and Scott Orr
took wickets regularly and de Carvalho kept
wickets with his customary stylishness.

Far away from the cricket fields but close to
Hal's studies came the momentous
announcement in September 1955 by J.J.
Cahill, the Premier of NSW. A competition was
launched to design an opera house for Sydney.
This was to draw 233 entries from 32 countries
and was to be won by the Danish architect,
Jarn Utzon, whose design, an ambitious and
controversial enterprise, was announced in
1957.

There was one more moment of glory before he
travelled to London as the winner of the Hazlet

Peter Hall was born at Narrabri in 1931 and diedVEy 1995 aged 64. In all grades for Sydney

University, his record was.

Bequest Travelling Scholarship. On a golden
summer’'s day in early 1958, he and Denis
Kevans (later a renowned Australian poet)
added 139 for the third wicket in 114 minutes of
majestic stroke play against Bankstown. Peter
came as close as he ever did to that elusive 1
Grade Century, caught behind for 95.

By the time he sailed for England in August
1958, preparations to turn the tram depot at
Bennelong Point into an Australian icon were
proceeding and formal construction
commenced in March 1959. Then followed a
continuing series of disputes between NSW
governments, Labor and Coalition and Utzon,
mainly over timing and costs.

Hall returned to Australia, made one more
appearance with the Club in the Summer
vacation of 1961-62 when he stood in as 4"
Grade Captain, and thereafter played for the
Sydney University Veterans. His colleagues
enjoyed his good humour, his delightful stroke
play, his companionship. He was already well
known as an architect, having designed the
library of Macquarie University and having
received the Sulman Award in 1964.

When he accepted the Herculean task of

completing the Opera House, he needed
courage, organisational  ability,  vision,
perseverance. He saw it through and

continued to earn wide recognition even after
establishing a private practice.

In  August 2006, eleven vyears after his
premature death from a stroke, Peter Hall's
work on the interiors of the Sydney Opera
House was rewarded with the Royal Australian
Institute of Architect 25 Year Award.

Peter Hall is remembered fondly as an
extremely courteous, dapper man, quick witted
and often immaculately, fashionably attired.
His name will forever be associated with one of
the most recognisable features of Australian
architecture.

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HISTORICAL FEATURE
...... saved by a sidestep

Frank Debenham

100 years ago, in 1908, Frank Debenham
played his last game for the Club. His
statistics are undistinguished but his life story is
a compelling tale of a great Australian.

Nine vyears after leaving school, Frank
Debenham attempted to repeat the sidestep
that had brought him renown in The King's
School 1% XV sides of 1901 and 1902. The
September 1902 edition of The King's School
Magazine in the Football Notes had described
him as a *“fast runner with a serviceable
swerve”.  This time, however, the game was
played in snow and on ice, and he lost his
footing, badly wrenching his knee. It was
August 11" 1911 and Debenham was one of
Captain Robert Falcon Scott’s party which was,
at that time, on the point of setting out from
their base in Antarctica for the South Pole in
the famous race with Amundsen. Debenham
had attempted the elaborate manoeuvre for the
benefit of the camera after Ponting, the party’s
camera operator, had asked him to do
something worth recording.

Scott, whom Debenham never really warmed
to, was furious at the careless accident. He
could wait no longer for Debenham’s recovery
so left him at the base. Scott had been
impressed with the young graduate’s expertise,
commenting that Debenham was “...a well
trained, sturdy worker, with a quiet demeanour
that carries convictions; (he) realises the
conceptions of thoroughness and
conscientiousness.”

Five months later, Scott and his party, having
reached the Pole after Amundsen, all perished
in blizzards, while attempting to return to base.
Debenham lived another 54 eventful years, but,
by 1912, aged 27, he had played 1% Grade
Cricket and Rugby, had taught at The Armidale
School, graduated twice from the University of
Sydney and been where few others had been
on the planet. He was to achieve and
experience a great deal more.

Frank Debenham was educated at the school
near Bowral run by his father, Reverend John
Willmott Debenham, until he was sent to board
at The King's School for his final three years of
secondary education. He prospered
academically and was Dux of the School in
1902. His commitment to his studies won him
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prizes for English and  Geography.
Furthermore, he was a fine Rugby player,
playing on the wing for the School’s 1* XV and
for the combined GPS 1% XV side, as a prolific
tryscorer and a neat goal kicker. As a dashing
batsman and athletic fieldsman, he won
selection in the King’s 1% XI for three seasons.
His 104 against Newington in his final season
was the only century made for King's that year.
When he finished at King's, aged almost 19, he
was one of only ten King’s School sportsmen
ever to have been entitled to wear triple colours
for Cricket, Rugby and Athletic sports.
Leadership came easily to this naturally gifted
young man. The King’s School Masters chose
him to captain the 1% XI and to lead the school
as Head Prefect. Prizes were showered upon
him.

His father had died when Frank was only 15 but
his mother, Edith (nee Cleveland), was said to
have been exceptionally proud of her serious,
dedicated and conscientious second son.

He matriculated to Sydney University for 1903
and played in the University’s 1% XV and read
English and Philosophy for his Bachelor of Arts,
conferred in 1906.

Debenham’s first appearances for the Cricket
Club were in 2" Grade in 1904-05 where his
performances fell short of his previous
achievements and failed to match his potential.
4 innings brought him 96 runs in a side
captained by another King's School Old Boy,
the redoubtable Ted Body, a wealthy grazier’s
son from Warren, who remained an
undergraduate in Arts and Medicine for five
years, before returning to sheep breeding, but
without completing his studies. Body had been
Debenham’s 1% XI captain at King’'s in 1900
and he championed his prodigy’'s cause. It
was a time when the Club was re-establishing
itself in Grade Cricket before the ‘Golden Age’,
when 1% Grade won three premierships
between 1909 and 1914. Batting was often
inconsistent and Debenham, his interests
commendably on his studies, floundered and
faltered in Grade Cricket.

However, when Ted Body was appointed as 1%
Grade Captain for 1905-06, he ensured that
Debenham joined him. Deb and Cecil Rogers
opened the batting in the first round against
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Middle Harbour at Manly Oval and, while his
score of 20 was modest, it did seem to justify
his selection, as he helped Rogers in a solid
opening stand that contributed to University’'s
283. He then took two sharp catches in Middle
Harbour’s total of 127.

He was retained for the next round against
North Sydney, but was waiting to bat when
University’s reply was cut short by an afternoon
storm and the match was left drawn.

The game against Redfern on October 21% and
28" 1905 at University Oval was to be
Debenham’s last in 1% Grade. He customarily
fielded well, took a catch, but, failed at No.
seven, when he was bowled for six as
University fell short of their target by 43 runs.

By the time the Club’s next game (vs Burwood)
was scheduled three weeks later, Paddy Lane
was available again and he took Deb’s place.

Deb was never to return to 1% Grade and his
2" Grade performances did not warrant a recall
in any case. He averaged only 13.6 for 177
runs in 2" and reached 50 only once.

His BA was conferred in 1906 and, in July, he
went north to the fledgling Armidale School,
established only 13 years previously, to teach
‘Science’ and to introduce compulsory classes
in that subject. For 18 months he made a
memorable mark by relentless involvement in
the school's activities. He was in charge of
Rugby Football, played in the School's 1% XV
and 1* XI (as did other junior Masters in similar
schools at the time), sang at school concerts,
debated, played tennis and was in charge of
the Library. In 1908, he returned to Sydney, to
study Geology under Edgeworth David as the
Deas Thomson Scholar in Geology.

He took the field for the Club for the last time in
2" Grade. This was a side that performed
creditably, winning seven of its eleven games.
For that season, 2" Grade was made up of a
remarkable group of players who were to make
their names in diverse fields. There were
future NSW cricketers, Claude Tozer and Clive
Single, both doctors, both to survive the Great
War; future 1% Grader, H.H. Massie, son of the
Test Cricketer and brother of the extraordinarily
talented Jack Massie; Norman Broughton, who
was to take 200 wickets for the Club and who
was to be later killed at the Somme in 1916;
Hector Clayton (later an Australian tennis
player) and H.S. Utz, co-founders of the
eponymous law firm in 1920; Robert Giltinan,
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brother of J.J. Giltinan, one of the founders of
Rugby League in Australia; and, most
remarkably of all, A.D. (Andy) Watson also
played in this 2" Grade side with Debenham.
Both Watson (121 runs at 15.1) and Debenham
(106 runs at 17.7) performed moderately.
Watson was also a visitor to the Antarctic, a
geologist with Mawson’s expedition which left
Australia in December 1911.

It is remarkable that two of the original Antarctic
explorers played in the same 2" Grade side in
1908-09 for Sydney University.

By October 1910, Debenham and another
King’s School Old Boy, Griffith Taylor, three
years his senior and a contemporary of Frank’s
older brother, Arthur at TKS, had joined forces
as geologists on the ‘Terra Nova’ on Scott's
Antarctic expedition. Landing at Cape Evans,
Ross Island, in January 1911, Debenham
worked firstly on the western side of McMurdo
Sound and then at Granite Harbour,
investigating the geology of the area. The
deaths of Scott and his companions gripped the
attention of the world but the remainder of the
party sailed home in February 1913 to little
acclaim.

Debenham decided to enter Cambridge
University. In 1914, he visited Australia for the
Science Congress with the British Association
but hurried to England as soon as war was
declared and was commissioned as a
Lieutenant on October 27", 1914. He served
briefly in France, and, from November 1915, at
Salonika in Greece, with the Seventh Battalion
of the Oxfordshire and Buckinghamshire Light
Infantry. While there, he learnt of the death of
his younger brother, Lieutenant Herbert
Debenham, killed while leading his men in a
charge at Gallipoli in August.  Subsequently,
during the battle of Horse Shoe Hill in August
1916, Frank Debenham, (recently promoted to
Major), severely wounded and shell-shocked,
was repatriated to England to convalesce. In
January 1917, he and Dorothy Lucy Lempriere
of Melbourne were married in London. They
were to have six children. The eldest son was
killed in World War 11.

The rest of Debenham’s long life was spent
lecturing and writing as he devoted himself to
academic studies.

He was the first Director of the Scott Polar
Research Institute at Cambridge University and
held the position for 26 years; and held the first
chair of Geography at Cambridge (1931-1949).
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He was much published and much decorated.
This culminated in his being awarded the Order
of the British Empire. Among many scholarly
books, journals and articles, ‘The Quiet Land —
The Diaries of Frank Debenham’, edited by
June Debenham in 1992, is the most evocative.

As an academic, Debenham was “modest,
approachable and friendly...He took a keen
personal interest in the design and equipment
of his new premises, and rejuvenated the
teaching of his subject...” (GP Walsh -
Australian Dictionary of Biography).

He returned to Australia infrequently, the last
time in April 1959 when he and Griffith Taylor

both received honorary doctorates from Sydney
University.

Debenham is commemorated by two buildings
at Cambridge, a mountain and a glacier in
Antarctica and an annual prize named in his
honour at The King’'s School. His protean
achievements and public life tower above his
cricket career, yet, for a brief time he was a
cricketer considered good enough to play in
University 1% Grade and to earn renown as a
Rugby player with a sidestep.

Frank Debenham was born at Bowral on
December 26", 1883 and died at Cambridge on
November 23", 1965 aged 81.

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SECOND GRADE REPORT

What a season! Second Grade Premiers has a
very nice ring to it. However it could have been
so very different.

With all other SUCC teams in the finals,
selection meetings in the lead up to the finals
were dominated by all the permutations that
could occur if 2" Grade didn’t make it. In the
end we needed a team above us to lose —
which Gordon thankfully did — and we qualified
6™.

In the end we played our best cricket when it
mattered and after many hours of practising
and playing together that was a very pleasing
aspect of our season.

The season...

Round 1 vs. Bankstown at St Paul’s

Bankstown 298 (Ryan 2/31, Ley 2/40) beat
SUCC 221 (Cowan 83, Larkin 70)

A poor start to the season against a tough
opposition. At 3 for 39 their number 4 was
bowled off a no-ball and went on to make 98.
Dropped catches in the field and inconsistent
bowling hurt us badly. Good contributions from
Ash Cowan and Ben Larkin gave us a sniff but
we were never really in it.
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Round 2 vs. Randwick-Petersham at St Paul’s

Honourable mention must go
to their number 8 who deflected a full blown on
drive back to the captain for an easy caught
and bowled!

Round 4 vs. Sutherland at St Paul’s

Sutherland 164 (Toyer 2/16, Ley 2/28) lost to
SUCC 5 for 165 (Larkin 47%)

A solid performance on a difficult wicket for one
day cricket. Toyer bowled exceptionally well to
be the pick of a very good bowling effort. Our
batting mimicked the opposition with wickets
falling at regular intervals until Larkin and our
Pommy import Knappett put together a 70 run
partnership to seal the win.

Round 5 vs. Fairfield-Liverpool at St Paul's

Our first game at Uni 1 was pretty forgettable.

We
were still in at 5/100 but the chance we missed
from their number 4 centurion when he was in
single figures hurt us badly. We went on to
miss him a few more times again but by then
the game was already lost.

However the
ball got older and their number 6 batted well
and last year's Premiers ended the day at
8/230. Excellent efforts from Paskal and Desai
bowling 29 and 27 overs respectively. A much
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improved team effort. Day 2 would have been
interesting had it not bucketed down.

Round 11 vs. Northern District at Uni 1
Northern District 239 (Ley 5/62) beat SUCC
113 (Sivapalan 38)

Again we bowled on a batsman friendly pitch
and had the opposition reeling at 3/16 with
Withers taking 2 early wickets with big
inswingers. The real resistance came from their
number 3 and 10 year 1% Grade veteran who
compiled a no-nonsense hundred. The rest
limped to 239 in 96 overs. Against a bowling
attack that should not have troubled us we
were skittled for 113 with only Suda showing
any application.

Round 12 vs. Manly at Manly Oval
Draw — wash out.

Round 13 vs. Sydney at Drummoyne Oval
SUCC 131 (Phelps 26) and 161 (Cook 38) beat
Sydney 81 (Butchart 4/8) and 4 for 150 (Paskal
2/40)

This is where our season started to turn
around. We were presented with a hard green
wicket and a captain unsure what to call at the
toss. It was decided to call heads after those
who would call heads won Nash ball. We
decided to bat and it looked like a good
decision at no wicket for 50. Unfortunately we
lost wickets steadily with the pitch doing
enough to make it hard to feel comfortable as a
batsman.

2/18)

asked to bat and the top order showed
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excellent application to be 1/95 at lunch. In the
most bizarre incident of the season Knappett
was adjudged to be run out at the non-striker’s
end after the ball had gone through to the
keeper who passed it to 1% slip who threw
down the stumps! Clearly the ball was dead but
the umpire didn’t think that rule was worth
acknowledging and raised the finger. When the
batsman was halfway off the park a light bulb
went off in the captain’s head and out he
stormed to confront the umpires about the
decision.

see us home. Highlight was the skipper being
sledged by the 14 year old opening bowler and
then being shocked when he got it back in
triplicate. Gordon came to the party and lost so
we qualified for the finals in 6" place.

Qualifying final vs. Eastern Suburbs at North
Sydney 2

SUCC 212 (Phelps 63, Paskal 30) beat Easts
164 (Paskal 4/32, Desai 3/30)

Crunch time in the season. North Sydney 2
greeted us with a hard wicket, short boundaries
and rain. The rain only resulted in a 30 minute
delay and the Students were asked to bat first.
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Its funny how being higher placed in the finals
can lead to tentative tactics. It looked as though
the wicket was going to break up and get
harder to bat on as the game went on and so it
proved. We applied ourselves pretty well on a
pitch that was up and down from the outset with
Phelps showing serious class and then Paskal
holding the lower order together to post 212.

Oval

Randwick-Petersham 135 (Paskal 5/44, Desai

3/35)
After a hard fought win over the minor
premiers, the Students turned up to an

immaculate Coogee Oval with quiet confidence
and determination knowing we were 2 days of
good cricket away from a second Final in 2
years. The Students won the toss and decided
first use of the perfect batting pitch would be a
good idea. It wasn’t looking like such a great
idea after the 3rd ball when Phelps was run out
without facing a ball. 1 for 2 — enter Adam
Theobald for what would prove to be the match
winning innings. Theo scored 179 chanceless
runs from 225 balls batting for 230 minutes (15
fours and 4 sixes) basically hitting the ball
wherever he wanted to, whenever he wanted
to.

Marty Paskal bowled extremely well with the
new ball making the batsmen play and miss at
will and picking up the first 3 wickets.

Great
result so far but it was obvious from here on
wickets were going to be hard work as the
wicket had flattened out and the ball was losing
its shine. Toyer ended the defiant stay of their
opener one run short of his half century and at
7/121 the talk was about finishing them off for
140. The Bankstown tail then proved to their
top order what application and determination
could do on this pitch as the final 3 wickets put
on 80 runs.

Matthew Phelps scored 165 runs at 55.0 in the
finals series and that includes being run out
without facing a ball.

Kevin Desai captured 7 wickets in the finals
series at 14.0.

Daniel Ward — 8 dismissals in the finals series
(7 catches and 1 stumping) without missing an
opportunity (apart from the assist).

All 13 players who played in the finals (plus the
3 twelfth men for the final) are all currently
attending or have attended University.

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FIFTH GRADE REPORT

It was heartening for 5™ Grade to qualify once
again, after a gap of two seasons, for the
Finals series — a feat achieved by every
Grade in the Club - an unprecedented

experience in the Club’s long history.

But that was as far as we got and we came to
a halt on the same weekend as did 1% 3",

and 4" Grades.

Hearty congratulations are extended to our
2" and 6™ Grades on their Premierships.
David Butchart led an increasingly dominant
2"% to an emphatic win in the Final — our first
victory in this grade for 28 seasons — and
Andrew Rhodes did a splendid job in
captaining a youthful 6™ side to our 7th
premiership at that level. Five players in the
2"! Grade Final side have played 5" Grade in
recent seasons and many in the 6" Grade
side are ready to make significant
contributions to higher grades.
Congratulations also to Darren McCoy's
Randwick-Petersham side in 5" Grade.
They played with precision when it counted

most.

This was, in many ways, a frustratingly
fractured season for all cricketers. Constant
wet weather especially in Nov., Dec., Jan.,
and Feb., made staying in form almost
impossible.  Our batsmen suffered most as
wickets became more challenging to bat on
and practice sessions were repeatedly

interrupted. Bowlers also had difficulty
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settling into rhythm given that extended spells
in the middle were at a premium. The whole
season seemed to lack effective momentum.
Those are not excuses as they applied to all
teams. For our team to lose only one game
until the last round of the competition showed
that we achieved some vestiges of a
consistency which other teams only yearned

for.

We were ruthless in some victories — early in
the season vs Bankstown, then vs Easts, vs
Northern District and vs Penrith — and
dominant with the bat in drawn games vs
Randwick-Petersham, vs UNSW and vs
Mosman (when the second day was washed
out after we had scored 291). We didn't
even take the field vs Fairfield and vs Manly,
which were both washed out entirely, and
suffered two losses (Parramatta and North
Sydney) when calm and control deserted us

at crucial points in each game.

Making the Finals, then, came down to just 4
games, as it so often does. In these games
we constructed four victories (25 competition
points) from difficult or even improbable
circumstances. Our 17 run victory vs
Hawkesbury came after we had waited until 5
pm to start on day 2, following torrential rain
overnight. The Sydney Uni ground staff
deserve every tribute for the work they did to
enable us to play that day, as does Cameron
Dowe who ensured that two blow heaters did
their job. And then, there were three
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remarkable games which we won by one

wicket on each occasion.

From 7-118 chasing 179 vs Sutherland, AJ
Grant took control with a masterful 87 before
Greg Metcalfe calmly cover drove a boundary
to win with Rodgers propping up the other
end.

Blacktown had us in disarray at 9-124
chasing only 145 before Dave Crawford
scored all of the 22 needed in the last wicket
partnership with Rodgers to win by one

wicket again, this time with a bonus point!

Sydney struggled hard to total 161 on the first
day but their competitiveness in the field
overwhelmed us as we plummeted from 1-94
to 9-144. The next 73 minutes (18 overs)
were excruciating but finally Matt Bullivant
pulled a short ball for 4 with Rodgers again
standing, wrung out with nervous energy, at
the non-striker’s end.

We lost the Qualifying Final to Bankstown
when our batting failed badly twice. By this
stage of the season, many of our batsmen
were out of confidence and form. We didn't
really deserve to go any further based on that

sort of form.

It was, however, a pleasantly productive
season. Quality batsmen such as Mikhel
Wilding, Michael Culkoff, Cameron Dowe and
Jon Ship all scored runs and were not seen
again in this grade. Hasi Balasuriya

deservedly finished in 3" Grade after strong
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all-round performances here. Troy Stanley
played one game after returning from
overseas, proved himself a higher grade
quality and returned to 3 Grade. Mark
Jeffrey, Chris Slaviero, Mark Fonseka and
Dave Brooker struggled to make a consistent
impression here but both contributed
impressively to 6" Grade’s Premiership.
Dave Crawford, AJ Grant and Ben Fethers all
played at least one innings early in the
season (which earned promotion), but when
they returned for the Finals, consistent form
was elusive. Pradeep Pathirana remains
one of the most fluent natural batsmen in the
Club but form deserted him as his medical

studies took his time.
Five regulars deserve special comment.

Michael Barwick batted in most positions from
1 to 8 without complaint and took the gloves
after Round 6 in an exemplary display of
selfless team spirit.  His contributions were

invaluable. He didn’t drop a catch!

Mark Hackett was simply too good for this
Grade. In his first match for the Club, in
Round 1 vs Bankstown, his 127 no
contributed to a remarkable 3 wicket record
partnership of 244 with Mikhel Wilding (115
no). Then his 5/39 and one leaping catch
ensured an emphatic victory. | thought his
5" Grade career was finished! But his
studies and work took him away for some
games and, somehow, remarkably he played
another 8 matches for 5", contributing

vigorously in each game. He was an
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absolute pleasure to play with, constantly
enthusiastic, positive, encouraging and still,

far too good for this Grade.

Greg Metcalfe gave his customary 100% on
all occasions. Early season flat wickets were
not to his liking (although his 4/40 vs UNSW
showed masterful control on a wicket which
produced 620 runs over the two days), but he
was always dangerous. Every Club and
every team needs a ‘Metro’...you know he’'ll
sell his wicket dearly; you know he’ll chase
and throw and catch all afternoon in the field,;
you know he’ll want to bowl all afternoon; you
know that leading the Club Song after our
victories gave him immense pride; you know,
after he battles the train lines and bus routes
on Saturdays, just to get to the grounds every
week, that he deserves multiple rewards.
You also know that he doesn’t play cricket for
figures — that he plays for enjoyment and for
opportunities to contribute. And he did all

once again this season.

Two of our youngest players, the 16 year olds
Matt Bullivant and Alex Mihalyka, who both
look 21 — their physique and power at the
crease were enviable — learned much from

the season and grew as Grade cricketers.
Matt has pace and desire and he will fire out

higher grade batsmen in coming seasons. It

was pleasing to see him work on his batting
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and to play a mature part in the memorable

last wicket win vs Sydney.

Alex hits with explosive power, can bowl
useful medium pacers and fielded with
increasing confidence and certainty.  This
has been a crucial learning season for him

and the results will be evident in 08/09.

May | pay tribute to those who worked with
dedication and unrelenting efforts for the Club
during the season: Geoff de Mesquita, Phil
Logan, Matthew Phelps and all my captaincy
colleagues — all took a close interest in this

side.

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A W GREEN SHIELD REPORT

Our Green Shield results were disappointing,
with 1 win, 5 losses and 1 rain affected draw.
We certainly anticipated winning more than 1
game, despite fielding an inexperienced team
(only 3 players returned from the strong side
of the previous season) and a horror draw
that had us facing virtually all the traditionally
strong clubs.

Bruising encounters in the first 2 games
against the teams that went on to meet in the
final may have taken a fair bit out of our team.
Much was expected of our 3 returning
players, but in hindsight that expectation
probably meant unnecessary pressure and

it became difficult for us with our 2 senior
batters and our senior bowler not getting the
returns they would have wanted.

We were well in contention in all

games except the last, but were often undone
by one or two outstanding individual efforts
for the opposition, which our players simply
couldn't match.

A significant positive was that during the
season more than half of the Green Shield
squad played in our 6th grade side that went
on to win the premiership. In particular, Jono
Momsen and Aaron Khongwar played in the
6th grade final and that experience should be
of great benefit as they return to Green Shield
next season. Jack Hill kept wickets in both
5ths and 4ths in the period after Christmas
and will have the opportunity to build on that
in the years ahead.

Green Shield appeared strong in the bowling
department and our spearhead Kerrod
McPherson certainly caught the eye of all
opponents with his pace and bounce.
Ultimately, his returns didn't reflect his efforts,
probably because he was often too good to
get the edge and teams quickly saw the
threat he posed and simply tried to see him
off. Luke Truashiem shaded Josh Lawrence
for the bowling aggregate and average, with
both of them bowling accurate seamers and
improving as the season unfolded. Alex
Henry and Greg Connor also produced some
good spells of medium pace. In the spin
department, after beginning the season with
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some accurate and probing leg breaks, Darcy
Matthews would have been disappointed with
his final figures although he had more than
his fair share of misfortune with missed
chances and controversial decisions. Our
young spinners Cam Hawkins and Matt
Ruhnau both had some good exposure to this
level of cricket, and should reap the benefits
of that in Green Shield next season.

The batting did not appear as strong as the
bowling, which turned out to be the case with
Luke Truashiem playing some nice lower
order cameos to easily top the averages.
Andy Liu, Zac Brown, Jono Momsen, Josh
Lawrence, Jack Hill and Darcy Matthews all
batted solidly at times, but couldn't turn their
starts into the big scores we needed. Indeed,
our only half century was returned by Kerrod
McPherson, with his 61 against Mosman
featuring in a most entertaining lower order
partnership with Luke Truashiem to help us
set what turned out to be a winning target.

Our fielding was not as good as it could or
should have been. The ground fielding was
passable at best and the number of missed
catches was a major problem. Our captain
and vice captain/keeper, Josh Lawrence and
Jack Hill, were as good as anyone in the field.

While the cricket results were disappointing,
the players bonded well as a group and |
think they enjoyed the experience of playing
Green Shield and being part of a leading
grade club, as did their families. I'm sure |
speak for coach lan Moran and manager
Sean Moran in saying we found them all to be
fine young men who, with the required level
of application, have the potential to do well in
senior cricket in the years ahead.

Looking to the future, as a club we need to
provide a greater level of support for Green
Shield to ensure we can consistently field
sides that not only compete with the strong
clubs, but beat them. That process will
involve plenty of hard work and needs to
begin now.

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A Tale of Two Spinners

Stuart MacGill

These are some personal reflections after
learning of Stuart MacGill's decision to retire
from International Cricket in June this year,
after the 2" Test between Australia and the
West Indies in Antigua.

Stuart has played for Sydney University since
2003 and his five seasons represent the
longest career he has enjoyed with any Sydney
1% Grade Club since he settled in Sydney in
1995. Naturally, because of his Australian and
New South Wales duties and various injuries,
we haven't seen a great deal of him. To his
enduring credit, he has readily played for the
Club when he has been available and has
contributed significantly.

Many of us have experienced his engaging
personality, his thoughtful gestures, his
graciousness and his generosity.

Most of us know the details of his outstanding
career. The son and grandson of former
Western Australian State Cricketers, he made
his debut for W.A. against N.S.W. in February
1994 in the same match as Brad Hogg made
his First Class debut. 14 years later, he has
taken 770 1* Class wickets, including 208 in
Test Cricket. His 44 Test career began in
Adelaide in January 1998 against South Africa
and, last November in Brisbane, when he
bowled Michael Vandort with a leg break that
would have undone the best, he collected his
200™ Test wicket, the equal fourth fastest, from
any country, to achieve this milestone. This

were captivating. He bowled a searching spell
against Northern District in 2004-05 but it was
not his figures that | remember but his constant
encouragement for his team mates, some 15
years younger than he, as our 1% Grade
worked through a powerful Northern District
batting side with professional and clinical skill.
Secondly, his partnership with Greg Matthews
on the first day of the Grand Final that season
against Uni of NSW (an unforgettable game
that we eventually won late on the third day by
one wicket), was an exercise in master-class.
For almost two hours, MacGill and Matthews
bowled tantalisingly and profitably. Both
appeared to have the ball on a string.

Then, in March this year, on the second day of
the Pura Cup Final, Stuart's bowling from the
Randwick end of the SCG was mesmerising.
His delivery, from around the wicket, which
clipped the top of Brad Hodge’s off stump, was
worth the price of admission to see and helped
set up NSW's emphatic victory.

Then there are the many acts of kindness and
helpfulness, away from the public spotlight,
which define him as a person. | think, also, that
he enjoys his time with some of the rich
personalities that make up our Club.

| hope that we will be blessed to experience
more of the richness of Stuart MacGill in Blue
and Gold.

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Greg Matthews

On 8 March 2008, Greg Matthews bowled
Penrith's David Taylor for a duck, and so
claimed his 500th wicket in Sydney First Grade
cricket.

In itself, this was an outstanding (and
increasingly rare) achievement, requiring skill,
endurance and commitment in equal measure.
But what was truly remarkable about Matthews'
feat was that he became only the fourth player
to pass 500 wickets in both First Grade cricket
and first-class matches.

It's rarefied company. MA Noble captained
Australia, hit Test centuries and pioneered
"swerve" bowling to complement his off-breaks.
Besides his 635 first-class wickets, he
dismissed 657 batsmen for Paddington
between 1894 and 1925. Arthur Mailey, a
cheerful leg spinner who turned the ball
extravagantly,took 99 of his 779 first-class
wickets in Tests, immediately after the First
World War. For a variety of Sydney clubs, he
took 826 wickets between 1906 and 1935. Bill
O'Reilly was one of Australia's greatest
bowlers, an aggressive leg spinner, quick
through the air and with a biting wrong 'un. He
took 774 first-class wickets, and for North
Sydney and (mostly) St George, he collected
962 victims between 1926 and 1949.

Greg was the first man in nearly 60 years to
reach this dual milestone; and it's as certain as
anything in cricket can be that he will be the
last. The conditions of the modern game simply
won't allow it to happen again. Partly it's a
matter of scheduling. Noble, Mailey and
sometimes O'Reilly could play a complete
representative season and miss only a handful
of club games. Today, a regular State player
will appear in fewer than half of the Grade
fixtures, and barely any if he reaches the
national side. A player good enough to take
500 first-class wickets won't spend very much
of his time in Grade matches.

Not only do State players play fewer Grade
games, but when they do, wickets are harder to
come by. When Greg began his First Grade
career with Central Cumberland (that's
Parramatta to you), Sydney wickets were rarely
covered and were often underprepared. 200
was usually a winning total. A batsman who

eked out 400 runs in a season was a State
prospect, if he wasn't in the side; a bowler who
took 40 wickets was doing no more than was
expected of him. In 2007-08, a thousand runs
put a batsman on the fringes of the State
squad, and a bowler with 40 wickets was
ranked among the best in the competition. Put
simply, the shifting balance between bat and
ball means that taking 500 wickets takes much
longer than it once did.

And few players will last that long, because
Grade cricket careers don't last as long as they
used to. Among Greg Matthews'
contemporaries, men like Mick O'Sullivan,
Trevor Jay, Bob Aitken, David Hourn and Ken
Hall sustained their enthusiasm and
competitiveness through lengthy careers,
stretching into (or near) their forties. Today, in
many First Grade teams, there's no-one over
thirty and anyone past Poidevin-Gray age is a
veteran. There might one day be another 48
year old who holds down a regular First Grade
place. But don't count on it.

Let none of this obscure the fact that Greg has
reached these milestones, not just through
sheer longevity, but because he's an
outstanding player. In fact, with Stuart
MacGill's retirement, there's a strong argument
that he's the best slow bowler currently
available for selection for NSW. Consider the
evidence of the 2007-08 season. From only 11
matches, Greg claimed 36 wickets at 11.19,
leading the First Grade bowling averages. Two
other spinners managed more wickets, but
Tony Kershler took four more wickets from five
more matches, and Ryan Bulger's 37 wickets
came at a cost of 27 runs each. A member of
the NSW one-day side, Nathan Hauritz had 34
wickets at 23 for his club; and Beau Casson,
elevated to the Australian team to tour the West
Indies, had 29 wickets at 29 from 18 games
with Gordon. These figures don't, | think,
suggest that the other men are poor bowlers:
rather, they emphasise just how good Greg is.

He has said he wants to play until he's fifty.
Over the next two years, make sure you watch
him while you can. Once he retires, there won't
be anyone else like him.

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OBITUARIES

(died November 12 2007) aged 52.

Assessed purely by statistics, Mark Wilson, who
died in tragic circumstances in October 2007, was
the most successful Sydney University cricketer.
He first appeared for the Club in 1975, and played
his last match in 2000. Playing between Second
Grade and Sixth Grade, he scored 5058 runs for
the Club in competition matches, and took 341
wickets. To put these figures in perspective, of the
players who have scored 5000 runs for the Club,
only Mark, lan Moran and Darby Quoyle have
taken more than 100 wickets; and of the players
who have taken 300 wickets for the Club, no-one
else has reached 4000 runs. It is a remarkable
record, achieved through equal measures of skill,
tenacity and longevity.

Mark’s career with the Club fell into two phases.
When he joined Sydney University in 1975, as an
Economics student from Albury, he was a lively
bowler, who often took the new ball. He played in
the 4™ Grade Premiership side of 1976-77 and then
the 2" Grade runners-up side of 1977-78. He then
spent a few seasons in Perth, where he turned out
for the South Perth club, and when he returned to
Sydney in 1984-85, he played a handful of games
fro Western Suburbs (where his younger brother,
Stephen, occasionally appeared in First Grade).
He then played for Sydney University from 1986-
87, until retirement at the end of 1999-2000.

By 1986, his bowling had changed after a
succession of back injuries. He had lost any
suggestion of pace, and delivered naggingly
accurate, slow-medium cutters and outswingers
from an awkward, low, rocking action that earned
him the nickname “Test Match” for its uncanny
similarity with the toy plastic bowler in a children’s
board game. His batting was dour, sometimes
even grim, but always exceptionally determined.
He had become a distinctly and highly dependable
all-rounder.

Mark was not a dynamic player, his techniques
were utilitarian rather than elegant, and his
performances tended to be reliably solid rather
than spectacular. In a typical match, whether in
Thirds, Fourths or Fifths, Mark would score 28 and
take two for 40 from several economical overs.
Which is not to say that he was incapable of
performances that turned games. In Third Grade in
1988-89, he hit 78 not out against Waverley,
adding 141 for the third wicket (then a Club record
for that Grade) with the altogether more vigorous
Andy Eastcott. In the same Grade and the same
season, he claimed 6-23 as Petersham-Marrickville
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collapsed from one for 99 to be all out for 131. He
hit three centuries in Fifth Grade (where his tally of
2296 runs stands as a Club Record career
aggregate), and in 1997-98, he shared a last-
wicket stand of 89 with Michael Moore on his way
to 107 not out against Parramatta. Because of his
sound defence and powers of concentration, he
was often used as an opening batsman, a role he
performed diligently although he did not particularly
enjoy it. One of his outstanding efforts as an
opener was in Second Grade in 1986-87, when he
shared an opening stand of 96 with Geoff Lovell
against Petersham-Marrickville.  Tens seasons
later, in 1996-97, his consistency earned him the
Tom Garrett Trophy, awarded to the Club’s best &
fairest player; in 1998-99, he won the Ray Eastcott
Trophy as the Club’s most successful all-rounder.
In his last game for the Club, the 5" Grade
Preliminary Final of 1999-2000, Mark spent 11 of
the 12 hours of play in the middle in energy
sapping heat and humidity. He bowled 20 overs,
took 3 wickets and then played an innings of 75 in
three hours of selfless free hitting that took us to
the brink of victory. In this match he shared in two
significant partnerships where he took the senior
role and showed the value of his experience.
These weer the opening partnership with Liam
McGowan and then a 3™ wicket partnership with a
talented 15 year old Luke Reynolds, that was both
gritty and entertaining. Sharp running between the
wickets was combined with free hitting by both
batsmen. Mark’s significant all-round performance
wasn't rewarded as the side fell 8 runs short,
chasing 280 off 80 overs, but his display
highlighted the experience, application and
thorough physical preparation that hew as
renowned for, especially toward the end of his
career.

Mark was intensely competitive and this drove him
in his approach to training and in his performances
on the field. Mark worked relentlessly to maintain
his fitness, remaining extraordinarily lean
throughout his career. He took pride in his training
and liked to argue that he was a faster runner at
the age of forty than he had been at twenty. He
had also played for the University of Sydney Rugby
League Club as a fullback.

A profound self-belief was at the heart of his game,
and he was able to lift his performances by refusing
to accept that he was unequal to any situation.
Upon the field he would give nothing less than
100% in effort. Towards the end of his career,
when applying this approach, he would
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occasionally demand the same of his younger
teammates if he thought their application was
wavering.

He could be a remarkably supportive team-man.
One particular effort that rests in the memory was
on the Club’s 1997 tour of England and Scotland,
in a game in which Mark neither batted nor bowled,
but hurled himself around in the field, working
tirelessly and enthusiastically to ensure that he
made a contribution to the team. He was rewarded
in the next game on tour when, opening the batting
at Alexandra Palace, he stroked a neat half-
century, punctuated by several deft late cuts.

Unquestionably, he was dedicated to the well-being
of the Club. He provided lengthy, unselfish service
on the Club’'s General Committee, and was an
efficient and effective Treasurer for several
seasons. In 1993-94, his contribution as Treasurer
and Captain of Fourth Grade was acknowledged
when he received the Club’s most prestigious

award, the J.C. Morris Trophy. Up until his death,
he provided valuable input into the running of the
Foundation acting diligently and enthusiastically as
its Secretary and then as Chairman from July 2007.

He was efficient in improving the asset investments
and had done much valuable work to put the vision
of the Foundation into practical effect. After
obtaining his Economics degree, Mark obtained an
MBA and then qualified as a solicitor through the
Solicitors® Admission Board.

Mark leaves an indelible record of achievement
with the Club. And not only on paper: those who
played with him will not forget his commitment, his
intense competitiveness, the skills he honed
through tireless practice, and his devoted service to
the Club.

The Club’s sympathies are expressed to his family,
especially his brother and his sister.

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CLUB RECORDS 1864-93

For several years, the club’s Annual
Report has carried the club’s records
since the commencement of the Grade
competition in 1893-94. The club was,
however, established in 1864 and for
thirty years before the Grade
competition was formed, it competed
as one of the leading clubs in Sydney.

The following records are taken from
all available published sources,
including newspapers, club annual
reports and sporting periodicals. For
some seasons, full details exist for all
the club’s First Eleven matches: in
other seasons, the records are
incomplete. For example, in 1873-74
the club played 11 matches, but
details have survived of only nine; in
1874-75, 13 games were played, of
which only eleven were reported. It is
doubtful that these figures can be
improved unless some unpublished
source (such as scorebooks) is
discovered.

In the early years of Sydney cricket it
was common for scores to be
published without full bowling
analyses. Where it is known from a
published score that a bowler took
wickets, but the full analysis is not
available, those wickets are identified
by the + symbol. For example, Tom
Garrett's figures are 622 (545+77)
wickets for 5891 runs, average 10.81.
This means that, in games for which
the full analysis is known, he took 545
wickets for 5891 runs at an average of

As early as 1866, the University club
fielded Second and Third Elevens. The
scores of these matches were
published so erratically and
infrequently that it is not possible to
compile meaningful records from
them. All records listed below refer to
matches played by the University First
Eleven.

Challenge Cup

Between 1870 and 1878, the “senior”
clubs in Sydney (Albert, Warwick,
University, East Sydney and Newtown)
competed for a Challenge Cup.
University held the Challenge Cup in
1871-72 after defeating the holder,
Warwick, by an innings and 98 runs.
Albert won the Cup from University
later in the same season.

Holdsworth-Gardyne Cup

The Holdsworth-Gardyne Cup was
donated for competition between the
senior Sydney cricket clubs in 1881-
82. Sydney University won the Cup in
1882-83 and 1883-84. After
successfully defending the Cup on
three occasions, Sydney University
became, under the competition rules,
the permanent holder of the Cup.
